      FPC has joined  a  collaborative 
effort  to teach  English as a      
second language with the      
Rockwall County Library, Lake

Center  in  Rockwall  Estates, and 
the Parent Education Center 
(Rockwall I.S.D.).  The   purpose of 
the  collaborative  is  to  ensure  
that prospective students have 
choices  among  the  programs  
regarding class schedules and 
other  services  provided  at  the      
various  sites. 

Zena Holzhei,    Joy Ferguson,   Jannie Clark,    Betty Moore,    
Andrea Vanderpool, and  Donna Partee met at the church    
July 15th to examine some of the materials that will be 
used in teaching the ESL classes. (Larry Eshelman is not 
pictured.) 

      Each  student  will  receive a 
placement test and will then be  
referred to the appropriate        
program  according to their skill 
level.  All sites will have  trained    
evaluators.    

      Rockwall I.S.D.  Coordinator -
Bilingual/ESL, Rebecca Peurifoy, 
has graciously offered to          
subsidize  each  program  through 
a RISD Title III grant specifically 
targeted  for  community  Adult  
Literacy.    In  addition  to  a      
Beginners   class   held    bi-weekly  

here  at  FPC, there  will be  an    
opportunity  for  students to     
receive remedial tutoring to     
increase their chances of meeting 
individual and program goals.  

      Evaluations will begin on        
August 19th at the church, and 
classes will begin  at  FPC on    
September 9th.
